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HIGH COURT sentencing – scdea operation IVORY

Marlon Browne, (22), from Liverpool, was today sentenced to 3 years and 8 months imprisonment at the High Court in Glasgow after earlier admitting to being concerned in the supply of the Class A drug cocaine.   
Browne was arrested by officers of the Scottish Crime and Drug Enforcement Agency (SCDEA) and Tayside Police in Perth in 2007. 
After today’s sentencing, Detective Chief Inspector Alan Cunningham of the SCDEA, said: “Marlon Browne travelled to Scotland intent on supplying cocaine and the misery that comes with it to our communities.  Our success in preventing him doing so should serve as a clear warning to others that we will relentlessly employ all lawful methods to target dealers and their networks no matter where they operate from in order to protect Scotland from the harm caused by illegal drugs”  

Guidance for journalists:

Marlon Browne was arrested in 2007 by SCDEA officers after a surveillance operation in which 2.5kg of cocaine with a street value of £125,000 was recovered from a hollowed-out child’s seat in the car he was driving at the time with his partner and their two young children. 
Browne was sentenced today at the High Court in Glasgow by Lord Brodie.   

He had previously pleaded guilty to being concerned in the supply of the Class A drug.
His partner had an earlier plea of not guilty accepted by the Crown.
